She has
received the inaugural Top Ten Women in Medicine award by Triangle News,
Women Who Mean Business award by San Diego Business Journal, and the
Teacher of the Year award at the Duke University Eye Center.

Alessandro Mularoni, MD, is the Chief of the Ophthalmic Department of San
Marino Republic Hospital and the Director of the International Center for the
Research and Care of myopia.

After achieving his Medical Degree and completing his residency in
Ophthalmology at Bologna University, he became the Director of the Unit of
Cataract and Refractive Surgery of the Maggiore Hospital of Bologna, that he
guided from 1998 to 2015.

As a member board of AMOA (Association of Medical Ophthalmologists for
Africa), dr. Mularoni visited several developing countries in Asia and Africa
in order to carry out ophthalmic care and surgery as part of humanitarian aid
program.

Over the past 20 years, his primary interest has been focused on the research
and development of new therapeutic modalities for keratoconic patients visual
rehabilitation, especially in the field of the conservative treatments.
